UNM, Sandia Labs, city
join forces for research

Representatives from UNM,
Sandia National Laboratories and
the City of Albuquerque gathered
June 19 to sign a Memorandum
of Understanding allowing the
three institutions to collaborate
on research.

Mayor Martin Chavez, Uni-
versity President David Schmid-
ly and SNL president Tom Hunt-
er met in Zimmerman Library to
sign the “Community Research
Collaborative,” an agreement
aimed at research areas such as
energy infrastructure and effi-
ciency, cyber security and digital

film media.

“This initiative will enable us
to join forces in complex areas
of research that may ultimate-
ly result in economic develop-
ment opportunities for our com-
munity and state,” Schmidly said
in his June 22 Monday-morning
message.

Sustainability and Internet re-
search are common areas of in-
terest between the three parties,
which should make the collabo-
ration beneficial, Chavez said at
the meeting.

Schmidly said UNM’s position
as aresearch university will play a
crucial role in the collaboration.

“Our researchers received al-
most $300 million in research

funding last year and we have a
lot of cutting-edge expertise on
this campus that we can bring to
bear on the community of Albu-
querque,” he said at the meeting.

Each of three parties involved
selected a representative to be-
gin identifying possible areas of
research. The City of Albuquer-
que chose Ted Shogry, SNL chose
Michael Dewitt, and UNM will be
represented by Connie Beimer,
UNM'’s special assistant for stra-
tegic research.

Beimer said the Memorandum
of Understanding provides for sev-
eral months of collaboration be-
tween the city, the labs and UNM.
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Governor will not resign
over extramarital affair

SULLIVANS ISLAND, S.C. —
South Carolina Gov. Mark Sanford
considered resigning from office
after his extramarital affair came to
light, the Republican revealed Sun-
day in an exclusive interview with
The Associated Press.

But Sanford, who hasn’t spoken
publicly since Friday, said he spoke
with close spiritual and political as-
sociates who advised him to fight to
restore the public’s — and his fam-
ily’s — trust in him.

“Resigning would be the easiest
thing to do,” he said.

Sanford spoke outside his coastal
home on Sullivans Island. Wearing
frayed khaki shorts and a t-shirt, he
talked about “walking into the legis-
lative term with a humble spirit.”

“IThaveto go through thatvoyage
over the next 18 months,” he said,
alluding to the number of months
he has left in his second term. He
is barred by state law from seeking
a third and, at one time, had been
rumored as a potential presiden-
tial contender in 2012.

Now, Sanford says he wants to
repair the frayed trust in him and
continue to serve the people of
South Carolina.

The governor admitted last
week to a yearlong affair with a

woman in Argentina. He and his
wife say they will try to recon-
cile. Some lawmakers are calling
for him to resign because he used
public money to see the mistress
during one trip, and because he
was out of touch with his staff dur-
ing his recent week-long tryst.

Sanford repeatedly said he did
not use public money for the trip,
so it was not clear why he has
agreed to reimburse the state for
some of the more-than $8,000 in
taxpayer money spent on the Ar-
gentina leg of an economic devel-
opment trip to South America last
year.

When it comes to his critics —
mostnotablystate Sen. Jake Knotts,
R-West Columbia — and their calls
for him to step down, Sanford said
he understands where they are
coming from.

“I don’t begrudge the Jakie
Knottses of the world,” Sanford
said. “He’s going to do what he’s
going to do. I gotta do my part.”

As far as his wife, Sanford
said they are working on their
relationship.

“If there wasn’t healing going
on, I wouldn’t be here,” he said,
pointing to his beach house, where
he had dinner with his family Sat-
urday night and where he took a
run at sunrise on the sand with
one of his sons.
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Motorcycle bombs kill at least 20 in Baghdad

BAGHDAD — Motorcycle bombs killed at least 20
people in separate attacks in Baghdad Friday, at least 19
of them in a crowded bazaar, part of an apparent trend to-
ward increased use of motorcycles to thwart stepped-up
security measures.

The attacks were the latest in a week of violence that
has killed more than 250 people, with just four days to go
before the deadline for U.S. combat troops to withdraw
from cities.

The spike has raised fresh doubts about the ability of
Iraqi forces to provide security and fight a stubborn in-
surgency as their American partners become less visible.

U.S. and Iraqi officials have warned they expect more
violence in the days surrounding the deadline as mili-
tants stage a show of force to try to stoke sectarian blood-
shed and undermine confidence in the government.

But American commanders and Iraqi leaders have in-
sisted the withdrawal will go ahead as scheduled. Under a
security pact, the Americans must pull back from cities by
June 30 and from the entire country by the end of 2011.

The deadliest blast occurred just after 9 a.m. when a
booby-trapped motorcycle exploded in a market packed
with young people buying or selling the vehicles in central
Baghdad, according to police and hospital officials.

Ghaith Abdul-Allah, 35, was unloading motorcycles he
planned to sell from his truck when the blast occurred.

“I saw a ball of fire and some motorbikes were lifted
about 10 meters (yards) into the air” he said. “When the
smoke from the explosion vanished, I saw a large number
of young men lying on the ground soaked in blood.”

“There were others who were screaming and crying for
a lost brother or a friend. I do not know why these explo-
sions are taking place and the Iraqi security forces are do-
ing nothing to stop them,” he added.

Nobody claimed responsibility for the attack, but in-
surgents frequently target crowded market districts to try
to maximize casualties. The motorcycle bazaar is only
open on Fridays, and police and hospital officials said the
bomb on the motorcycle was loaded with nails and ball-
bearings.

The market has been hit by several bombings in the
past, but Iragis had resumed flocking to the area due to a
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
